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EXHIBIT B

GOLF CAR RULES
1. GOLF CARS MUST BE KEPT ON PATHS AT ALL TIMES IF DIRECTED TO DO SO BY SANCTUARY STAFF.

2. Only two persons per golf car.

3. Operation of a golf car is at the risk and liability of the guest. The operator shall be assessed for any damage done to any golf car. 

4. All damage and/or accidents are to be reported immediately to the Golf Shop staff. 
5. Obey all directional signs.
6. Players shall return to the clubhouse IMMEDIATELY upon completion of 18 holes of play. 

DRESS CODE
APPROPRIATE DRESS IS REQUIRED AT ALL TIMES ON THE GOLF COURSE. ANY PLAYER WHO DOES NOT COMPLY WITH THE DRESS CODE WILL BE REQUIRED TO CHANGE CLOTHING BEFORE BEING ALLOWED TO PLAY. 
1. All men are required to wear golf shirts and golf slacks or appropriate length shorts with socks. Shorts are considered appropriate length if they are; a) no more than 3” above the knee; or b) no less than 19” long.    Short shorts, cut-offs, bib overalls, jean/denims, sleeveless shirts, t-shirts, etc., are not considered appropriate attire and are not permitted. 

2. All ladies are required to wear golf slacks, capri pants or shorts of appropriate length. Sleeveless tops are permitted; however, halters or midriffs are not considered appropriate attire and are not permitted. 

3. Soft-spike golf shoes only. No metal golf spikes are allowed. 

SANCTUARY RULES AND POLICIES
1. Sponsor assumes all responsibility and liability for players, volunteers and guests  participating in the Tournament volunteers, guests and participants. 

2. Sanctuary is not responsible for theft, damage or vandalism to any vehicles. 

3. The clubhouse is a non-smoking facility.  Smoking is restricted to designated areas or the outdoor patio area and parking lot. 

4. Sanctuary reserves the right to refuse service or admission to anyone who is disruptive or poses a threat or harm to himself/herself or others.

5. Proper identification is required for all persons requesting alcoholic beverages.
